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Drafting a purpose statementDrafting a purpose statement

Our purpose as a family is to glorify God through our
actions, decisions, and attitudes to one another.  We
desire to love God and each other as He commanded.
We want others to know our faith through how we
respond to each other and to those we come in contact
with.  We want to offer forgiveness and caring both in
and outside our family as we work together to avoid
fighting and disunity.  We want to worship together as a
family, offering our praise to Him who created us and
placed us together.
