
Titus Purpose Statement:    Paul wrote this letter to Titus so he would “set in order what remains” (1:5) in the 
church at Crete; based on sound doctrine and resulting in good deeds and not disputing.

Select Elders (1:5-9) 

(1:9) So that they… 
• Can exhort in sound doctrine. 
• Refute those who contradict 

Silence the “rebellious people” (1:10-16) 
• Silence them (1:10), reprove them (1:13) 
• “They are worthless for any good deed” (1:16) 
• So that they…“May be sound in the faith” (1:13) 

 

Speak sound doctrine in the church! (2:1-15) 
 

• Older men (2:1) 
• Older Women (2:3) 
• Young Women (2:4) 
• Young Men (2:6) 
• Slaves (2:9) 

 

That they will… (2:12) 
• “Deny ungodliness” 
• “Live sensibly, righteously and godly” lives.  

Remind the church how to live in the world! (3:1-11) 
• “To be peaceable, gentle, considerate (3:1-2) 
• That they are saved by God’s mercy and not their 

good deeds. (3:5) 
 

Avoid… (3:9-10) 
• Strife and disputes 
• Foolish controversies 
• A divisive person 

So that they…will be careful to engage in good 
deeds (3:8)
